Kiwanis Family Picnic: The host club will work with the MKFR & Service, and Special Events Chairs to put on this event. The Kiwanis Family Picnic is hosted and all Kiwanis Family Members in New Jersey are invited. This is a chance for all members of the Kiwanis family to get together and have a great time. There are games, service, food, and the socializing of the members of the entire New Jersey Kiwanis Family! The host club will be responsible for planning the events, games, and coordinating with each of the chairs to be sure there is food and service.
